Today I Rabindranath Tagore complete eighty years of my
life. As I look back on the vast stretch of years that lie
behind me and see in clear perspective the history of my
early development, I am struck by the changes that has
taken place both in my own attitude and in the psychology
of my countrymen - a chage that carries within it a cause of
profound tragedy.
